Digin Week 2: Partners’ Meeting of the European
Project Digin Europe in Athens

The interregional meeting of the European project Digin Europe: Digital
inclusion in Europe took place in Athens from 11 to 13 February 2026,
hosted by the Regional Development Fund of Attica. Representatives from
Bordeaux Métropole (France), the Region of Attica (Greece), the Rzeszow
Regional Development Agency and the Podkarpackie Region (Poland),
the Zenica-Doboj Canton (Bosnia and Herzegovina), the Province of
Badajoz (Spain) and Vestland County (Norway) met with the objective of
exchanging experience and improving regional digital inclusion policies.

The Digin Europe project focuses on addressing the digital divide and
strengthening social cohesion through more effective, evidence-based
public policies. Partners are developing common, data-driven
methodologies in order to identify citizens’ needs and design interventions
that overcome the fragmented nature of previous initiatives. Through
workshops, peer reviews, peer-learning activities and study visits, the
project establishes an interregional learning environment aimed at the
sustainable upgrading of public policies.

The approach of the Regional Development Fund of Attica and the Region
of Attica places particular emphasis on ensuring equal access to the digital
society for vulnerable groups, such as older people and low-income
citizens. Digital inclusion is considered a prerequisite for social and
professional integration, with specific attention given to access to the
labour market and social services.
